The guest suites span the entire second story and offer
magnificent lake views. In the second guest room,
Loperfido wanted the space to have “more of a South
African flair,” she says. This includes large Kudo horn
table lamps perched on nightstands on either side of the
king bed, leopard print artwork above the bed, and tiger
print accent pillows on the bed. While many of the bold
expressions are conveyed through wallpaper in other areas
of the house, the designer layered dramatic botanical and
animal prints as well as a medley of blue and green hues
in this space. “This room is bold as well, but I left the walls
toned down for a more serene atmosphere in this

suite,” she explains.
