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ELEVATED LIVING 

The 6,000 square-foot home has a large, open floor plan that is separated into 
several zones. “Because the living room is so long, it was divided into a cozy TV 
area and another section that is more of  a formal sitting area.” Guidry says. 

“Because of  the large scale of  the space, we were able to elevate the living area on 
a low platform to break up the monotony.”

The custom stained-glass window was constructed by AK Services and is 
comprised of  primarily salvaged glass that was cut to fit the repurposed window 
frame. “We had to measure every piece of  glass to make sure that it would fit 
the windowpanes,” Kapadia says. “That’s one of  the original window frames 
that came from the building.”
