“The layout in this bathroom was reworked from the original architectural plans so 
that the window and the view are the main features for the guests,” Guidry says. “We 
wanted to do something fun with the tile, so we have this pattern that resembles fish 
scales or a mermaid tail.” The client collects sea glass, and these tones are reflected in 
the shower tile which is placed in opposite directions to add visual interest. Weathered 
vanity cabinetry completes the beachy atmosphere. “This is the only bathroom with a 
shower/tub combo, so it’s easier for their grandchildren,” Kapadia says.
